Directors' Report

The Directors of Associate Global Partners Limited (formerly Switzer Asset Management Limited) (ABN 26 123
611 978), the Responsible Entity of Switzer Dividend Growth Fund, present their report together with the
financial statements of Switzer Dividend Growth Fund (the Fund) for the year ended 30 June 2022.

The Fund is an Australian registered managed investment scheme which listed on the Australian Stock
Exchange on 24 February 2017.

Responsible Entity

The Responsible Entity of Switzer Dividend Growth Fund is Associate Global Partners Limited (ABN 26 123 611
978). The Responsible Entity's registered office is Level 6, 10 Spring Street, Sydney NSW 2000.

On 20 April 2022, the Responsible Entity announced that it had changed its name from Switzer Asset
Management Limited to Associate Global Partners Limited. The name change had no impact on the operation
of the Fund, the name of the Fund or the way the Fund invests.

Principal activities

The Fund aims to provide Australian resident investors with tax effective income and long-term capital growth
by investing in a core portfolio of blue-chip Australian shares. The Fund's investment portfolio comprises
between approximately 30 and 50 stocks, drawn from within the largest 200 companies (by market
capitalisation) listed on the ASX. The portfolio is managed to deliver capital growth while providing investors
with a monthly income stream.

From 31 January 2022, distributions to investors from SWTZ were paid monthly instead of quarterly. Since its
establishment in 2017, SWTZ has met its objective of delivering an attractive income stream paid quarterly to
investors. However, this change to monthly payments was implemented to make the Fund more
contemporary for investors seeking regular income and provide a basis for increased investor communication.

The Fund will not incur any additional costs relating to the more frequent distributions as all administrative
costs relating to the payment of distributions will continue to be borne by the Fund’s Responsible Entity,
Associate Global Partners Limited.

The Fund did not have any employees during the year.

There were no significant changes in the nature of the Fund’s activities during the year.

Review and results of operations

The Fund continued to invest funds in accordance with target asset allocations as set out in the governing
documents of the Fund and in accordance with the provisions of the Fund's Constitution.

For the year ended 30 June 2022, the Fund paid total distributions of 14.91 cents per unit. This equates to a
net distribution yield of 5.60% and a gross distribution yield of 7.42% inclusive of franking credits. Distribution
yield is calculated based on the distributions attributable to the 12 months ended 30 June 2022, relative to the
Fund’s closing listed unit price of $2.66 as at 30 June 2021.

No insurance premiums are paid for out of the assets of the Fund in regard to insurance cover provided to
either the officers of Switzer Dividend Growth Fund or the auditors of the Fund. So long as the officers of
Switzer Dividend Growth Fund act in accordance with the Fund's Constitution and the Corporations Act 2001,
the officers remain indemnified out of the assets of the Fund against losses incurred while acting on behalf of
the Fund. The auditors of the Fund are in no way indemnified out of the assets of the Fund.

Fees paid to the Responsible Entity and its associates out of Fund property during the year are disclosed in
Note 13 of the financial statements.

No fees were paid out of Fund property to the Directors of the Responsible Entity during the year.

Notes to the Financial Statements

1. General information

These financial statements cover Switzer Dividend Growth Fund (the Fund) as an individual entity. The Fund 
was constituted on 18 August 2016 and listed on the Australian Stock Exchange on the 24th of February 2017. 
The Fund will terminate on 7 August 2096 unless terminated earlier in accordance with the provisions of the 
Fund's Constitution. The Fund's investment portfolio comprises stocks drawn from within the largest 200 
companies (by market capitalisation) listed on the ASX.

The Responsible Entity of the Fund is Associate Global Partners Limited (formerly known as Switzer Asset 
Management Limited) (the Responsible Entity). The Responsible Entity's registered office is Level 6, 10 Spring 
Street, Sydney NSW 2000. The Responsible Entity is incorporated and domiciled in Australia.

The financial statements are presented in the Australian currency.

The financial statements were authorised for issue by the Directors of the Responsible Entity on 26 September 
2022. The Directors of the Responsible Entity have the power to amend and reissue the financial statements.

2. Summary of significant accounting policies

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out below. 
These policies have been consistently applied to all years presented, unless otherwise stated in the following 
text.

(a) Basis of preparation

These general purpose financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting 
Standards, other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian Accounting Standards Board and the 
Corporations Act 2001 in Australia.

The Fund is a for-profit entity for the purpose of preparing the financial statements.

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of fair value measurement of assets and liabilities except 
where otherwise stated.

The Statement of Financial Position is presented on a liquidity basis. Assets and liabilities are presented in 
decreasing order of liquidity and are not distinguished between current and non-current. All balances are 
generally expected to be recovered or settled within twelve months, except for investments in financial assets 
and net assets attributable to unitholders where the amount expected to be recovered or settled within 
twelve months after the end of the year cannot be reliably determined.

(i) Compliance with Australian Acccounting Standards and International Financial Reporting Standards

The financial statements of the Fund comply with Australian Accounting Standards as issued by the Australian 
Accounting Standards Board and also comply with International Financial Reporting Standards as issued by the 
International Accounting Standards Board.

(ii) New standard adopted as at 1 July 2021

There are no standards, interpretations or amendments to existing standards that are effective for the first 
time for the financial year beginning 1 July 2021 that have a material impact on the amounts recognised in 
prior periods or will affect the current or future periods.

(b) Financial instruments

(i) Classification and measurement

Financial assets:

The Fund classifies its investments based on its business model for managing those financial assets and the 
contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial assets.

For equity securities the contractual cash flows of these instruments do not represent solely payments of 
principal and interest. Consequently, these investments are measured at fair value through profit or loss. The 
Fund’s portfolio of financial assets is managed and performance is evaluated on a fair value basis in 
accordance with the Fund’s documented investment strategy. The Fund’s policy is to evaluate the information 
about these financial assets on a fair value basis together with other related financial information.

A financial asset is measured at amortised cost only if both of the following conditions are met:

• the asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets in order to collect contractual
cash flows;

• the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely
payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

Financial assets at amortised cost are subsequently measured using the effective interest (EIR) method and are
subject to impairment.

(ii) Impairment

The Fund holds only trade receivables with no financing component and which have maturities of less than 12
months at amortised cost and, as such, has chosen to apply an approach similar to the simplified approach for
expected credit losses (ECL) under IFRS 9 to all its trade receivables. Therefore, the Fund does not track
changes in credit risk, but instead, recognises a loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each reporting date.

The Fund’s approach to ECLs reflects a probability-weighted outcome, the time value of money and reasonable
and supportable information that is available without undue cost or effort at the reporting date about past
events, current conditions and forecasts of future economic conditions.

The Fund uses the provision matrix as a practical expedient to measuring ECLs on trade receivables, based on
days past due for groupings of receivables with similar loss patterns. Receivables are grouped based on their
nature. The provision matrix is based on historical observed loss rates over the expected life of the receivables
and is adjusted for forward-looking estimates.

Any change in expected credit losses between the previous year and the current year is recognised as an
impairment gain or loss in profit or loss. There is no material impairment during the year and as at 30 June
2022 (30 June 2021: Nil).

(iii) Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Statement of Financial
Position if, and only if, there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts at all times and
there is an intention to settle on a net basis, or realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

(c) Net assets attributable to unitholders

Units are redeemable at the unitholders option and are classified as financial liabilities due to mandatory 
distributions. The units can be put back to the Fund at any time for cash based on the redemption price. The 
fair value of redeemable units is measured at the redemption amount that is payable (based on the 
redemption unit price) at the end of the year if unitholders exercised their right to put the units back to the 
Fund. As the Fund's redemption unit price is based on different valuation principles to that applied in financial 
reporting, a valuation difference exists, which has been treated as a separate component of net assets 
attributable to unitholders. Changes in the value of this financial liability are recognised in the Statement of 
Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income as they arise.

(d) Cash and cash equivalents

For the purpose of presentation in the Statement of Cash Flows, cash and cash equivalents includes cash on 
hand, deposits held at call with financial institutions, other short term, highly liquid investments with original 
maturities of three months or less from the date of acquisition that are readily convertible to known amounts 
of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value, and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts, 
if any, are shown within borrowings in the Statement of Financial Position.

Payments and receipts relating to the purchase and sale of investment securities are classified as cash flows 
from operating activities, as movements in the fair value of these securities represent the Fund's main income 
generating activity.

(e) Investment income

Interest income is recognised in the Statement of Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income for all 
financial instruments on an accruals basis. Other changes in fair value for such instruments are recorded in 
accordance with the policies described in Note 2(b).

Dividend income is recognised on the ex-dividend date.

Trust distributions are recognised on an entitlements basis.

Net gains/(losses) on financial assets and financial liabilities held at fair value through profit or loss arising on a 
change in fair value are calculated as the difference between the fair value at the end of the year and the fair 
value at the previous valuation point. Net gains/(losses) do not include interest or dividend/distribution 
income. Realised and unrealised gains/(losses) are shown in the notes to the financial statements.

(f) Expenses

All expenses, including Responsible Entity's fees are recognised in the Statement of Profit or Loss and Other 
Comprehensive Income on an accruals basis.

(g) Income tax

Under the current tax legislation, the Fund is not subject to income tax to income tax as unitholders are 
presently entitled to the income of the Fund.

(g) Income tax (continued)

Financial instruments held at fair value may include unrealised capital gains. Should such a gain be realised, 
that portion of the gain that is subject to capital gains tax will be distributed so that the Fund is not subject to 
capital gains tax.

The benefit of imputation credits and foreign tax paid is passed on to unitholders.

The Fund currently incurs withholding tax imposed by certain countries on investment income. Such income is 
recorded net of withholding tax in the Statement of Profit or Loss and other comprehensive income.

(h) Distributions

In accordance with the Fund's Constitution, the Fund distributes income adjusted for amounts determined by 
the Responsible Entity, to unitholders by cash or reinvestment. The distributions are recognised in the 
Statement of Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income as finance costs attributable to unitholders.

(i) Increase/decrease in net assets attributable to unitholders

Income not distributed is included in net assets attributable to unitholders. Movements in net assets 
attributable to unitholders are recognised in the Statement of Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income 
as finance costs.

(j) Foreign currency translation

(i) Functional and presentation currency

Items included in the Fund's financial statements are measured using the currency of the primary economic 
environment in which it operates (the functional currency). This is the Australian dollar, which reflects the 
currency of the economy in which the Fund competes for funds and is regulated. The Australian dollar is also 
the Fund's presentation currency.

(ii) Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates prevailing at 
the dates of the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such 
transactions and from the translations at year end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities 
denominated in foreign currencies are recognised in the Statement of Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive 
Income.

The Fund does not isolate that portion of unrealised gains or losses on securities and derivative financial 
instruments that are measured at fair value through profit or loss and which is due to changes in foreign 
exchange rates from that which is due to changes in the market price of securities. Such fluctuations are 
included with the net gains or losses on financial instruments at fair value through profit or loss.

(k) Receivables

Receivables may include amounts for interest, dividends/distributions and securities sold where settlement 
has not yet occurred. Interest is accrued at the end of each year from the time of last payment in accordance 
with the policy set out in Note 2(e) above. Dividends are accrued when the right to receive payment is 
established. Amounts are generally received within 30 days of being recorded as receivables.

Receivables include such items as Reduced Input Tax Credits (RITC) and application monies receivable from 
unitholders.

(l) Payables

Payables include liabilities and accrued expenses owing by the Fund which are unpaid as at the end of the year.

Trades are recorded on trade date, and normally settled within two business days. Purchases of financial 
instruments that are unsettled at the end of each year are included in payables.

The distribution amount payable to unitholders as at the end of each year is recognised separately in the 
Statement of Financial Position when unitholders are presently entitled to the distributable income under the 
Fund's Constitution.

(m) Applications and redemptions

Applications received for units in the Fund are recorded net of any entry fees payable prior to the issue of units 
in the Fund. Redemptions from the Fund are recorded gross of any exit fees payable after the cancellation of 
units redeemed.

Unit redemption prices are determined by reference to the net assets of the Fund divided by the number of 
units on issue.

(n) Goods and services tax (GST)

Expenses of various services provided to the Fund by third parties such investment management fees are 
recognised net of the amount of associated GST, unless the GST incurred is not recoverable from the taxation 
authority. In this case, it is recognised as part of the related expense or cost item.

Accounts payable and receivable are stated inclusive of the GST receivable and payable. The net amount of 
GST recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority is included in receivables or payables in the 
Statement of Financial Position.

Cash flows relating to GST are included in the Statement of Cash Flows on a gross basis.

(o) Use of judgements and estimates

The preparation of the Fund's financial statements requires it to make judgements, estimates and assumptions 
that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities. Uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates 
could result in outcomes that could require a material adjustment to the carrying amount of the asset or 
liability affected in the future. However, estimates are continually evaluated and based on historical 
experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under 
the circumstances.

The Fund's financial instruments are traded in active markets and are valued based on quoted market prices at 
the close of trading at the end of the reporting period without any deduction for estimated future selling costs. 
The Fund uses independent pricing services to obtain these prices.

When the fair values of the reported financial instruments cannot be derived from active markets, they are 
determined using prices obtained from inactive or unquoted markets and/or other valuation techniques. The 
inputs to these valuation techniques (if applicable) are taken from observable markets to the extent 
practicable. Where observable inputs are not available, the inputs may be estimated based on a degree of 
judgements and assumptions in establishing fair values.

Where appropriate, the outcomes of the valuation techniques that are used in establishing fair values are 
validated using prices from observable current market transactions for similar instruments (without 
modification or repackaging) or based on relevant available observable market data.

(o) Use of judgements and estimates (continued)

The determination of what constitutes 'observable' requires significant judgement by the Fund. The Fund 
considers observable data to be market data that is readily available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable 
and verifiable, not proprietary, and provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant 
market.

In addition, areas such as credit risk (both own and counterparty), volatilities and correlations require 
management to make estimates and judgements. Changes in assumptions about these factors could affect the 
reported fair value of financial instruments.

For certain other financial instruments, including cash and cash equivalents, amounts due from/to brokers, 
accounts payable and accounts receivable, the carrying amounts approximate fair value due to the immediate 
or short-term nature of these financial instruments.

(p) New accounting standards and interpretations

A number of new standards, amendments to standards and interpretations are effective for annual years 
beginning after 1 July 2021 and have not been early adopted in preparing these financial statements.

The Directors have assessed that the implementation of these standards does not have a material impact on 
the financial report in the year of initial application and future reporting periods.

(q) Rounding of amounts

The Fund is an entity of the kind referred to in ASIC Corporations (Rounding in Financial/Directors' Reports) 
Instrument 2016/191, issued by the Australian Securities and Investments Commission (ASIC), relating to the 
'rounding off' amounts in the financial statements. Amounts in the financial statements have been rounded off 
in accordance with that ASIC Instrument to the nearest thousand dollars, unless otherwise indicated.

(a) Objectives, strategies, policies and processes

The Fund’s activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including price risk, currency risk, and
interest rate risk), credit risk and liquidity risk.

The Fund's overall risk management program focuses on ensuring compliance with the Fund's Product
Disclosure Statement and seeks to maximise the returns derived for the level of risk to which the Fund is
exposed. Financial risk management is carried out by an Investment Manager (the Investment Manager)
under policies approved by the Board of Directors of the Responsible Entity (the Board).

The Fund uses different methods to measure different types of risk to which it is exposed. These methods
include sensitivity analysis in the case of interest rate, foreign exchange and other price risks, and ratings
analysis for credit risk.

(b) Market risk

Market risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of
changes in market prices. Market risk comprises three types of risk: price risk, foreign exchange risk and
interest rate risk. Market risk is managed and monitored using sensitivity analysis and minimised through
ensuring that all investment activities are undertaken in accordance with established mandates and
investment strategies.

The market risk disclosures are prepared on the basis of the Fund's direct investments and not on a
look-through basis for investments held in the Fund.

(e) Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that an entity will encounter difficulty in meeting obligations associated with financial
liabilities that are settled by delivering cash or another financial asset. This risk is controlled through the Fund's
investment in financial instruments, which under normal market conditions are readily convertible to cash. In
addition, the Fund maintains sufficient cash and cash equivalents to meet normal operating requirements.

The Fund may be exposed to daily cash redemptions of redeemable units. Its policy is therefore primarily hold
investments that are traded in an active market and can be readily disposed of.

The Fund’s investments mainly consist of listed securities that are considered readily realisable, as they are
listed on recognised stock exchanges.

The Fund’s policy is to hold a significant proportion of its investments in liquid assets.

Under the terms of its Constitution, the Fund has the ability to manage liquidity risk by delaying redemptions
to unitholders, if necessary, until the funds are available to pay them.

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Entity of the Fund either intend to liquidate the Fund or to cease operations, or have no realistic 
alternative but to do so. 

Auditor’s responsibilities for the audit of the financial report 

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial report as a whole is free 
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes 
our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit 
conducted in accordance with the Australian Auditing Standards will always detect a material 
misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are considered material 
if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic 
decisions of users taken on the basis of this financial report. 

As part of an audit in accordance with the Australian Auditing Standards, we exercise professional 
judgment and maintain professional scepticism throughout the audit. We also: 

► Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial report, whether due to fraud
or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and obtain audit evidence
that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a
material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud
may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of
internal control.

► Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit procedures
that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the
effectiveness of the Fund’s internal control.

► Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting
estimates and related disclosures made by the directors of the Responsible Entity of the Fund.

► Conclude on the appropriateness of the directors’ use of the going concern basis of accounting
and, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty exists related to events
or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the Fund’s ability to continue as a going concern.
If we conclude that a material uncertainty exists, we are required to draw attention in our auditor’s
report to the related disclosures in the financial report or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to
modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on the audit evidence obtained up to the date of our
auditor’s report. However, future events or conditions may cause the Fund to cease to continue as
a going concern.

► Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial report, including the
disclosures, and whether the financial report represents the underlying transactions and events in
a manner that achieves fair presentation.

We communicate with the directors of the Responsible Entity of the Fund regarding, among other 
matters, the planned scope and timing of the audit and significant audit findings, including any 
significant deficiencies in internal control that we identify during our audit. 

We also provide the directors of the Responsible Entity of the Fund with a statement that we have 
complied with relevant ethical requirements regarding independence, and to communicate with them 
all relationships and other matters that may reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and 
where applicable, actions taken to eliminate threats or safeguards applied. 
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From the matters communicated to the directors of the Responsible Entity of the Fund, we determine 
those matters that were of most significance in the audit of the financial report of the current year and 
are therefore the key audit matters. We describe these matters in our auditor’s report unless law or 
regulation precludes public disclosure about the matter or when, in extremely rare circumstances, we 
determine that a matter should not be communicated in our report because the adverse consequences 
of doing so would reasonably be expected to outweigh the public interest benefits of such 
communication.
