Resolution 1: Adoption of the Remuneration Report 
 
To consider and, if thought fit, to pass, with or without amendment, the following resolution as a  
non-binding resolution: 
 

“That, for the purposes of section 250R(2) of the Corporations Act and for all other purposes, 
approval is given for the adoption of the Remuneration Report contained within the 
Company’s annual financial report for the financial year ended 30 September 2017.” 

 
Note 1: the vote on this resolution is advisory only and does not bind the Directors of the Company. 
 
Note 2: If 25% or more of votes that are cast are voted against the adoption of the Remuneration Report at 
two consecutive annual general meetings, Shareholders will be required to vote at the second of those 
annual general meetings on a resolution (a "spill resolution") that another meeting be held within 90 days at 
which all of the Company's Directors (other than the Managing Director and CEO) must stand for re-election. 
Less than 25% of shareholder voted against the remuneration report at the 2017 Annual General Meeting. 
 
Voting Prohibition Statement: 
 
A vote on this Resolution 1 must not be cast (in any capacity) by or on behalf of any of the following persons: 

 
(a) a member of the Key Management Personnel, details of whose remuneration are included in the 

Remuneration Report; or 
 

(b) a Closely Related Party of such a member, (collectively, a "Prohibited Voter"). 
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However, a Prohibited Voter may cast a vote on this Resolution 1 as a proxy if the vote is not cast on behalf 
of a person described above and either: 
 

(a) the Prohibited Voter is appointed as a proxy by writing that specifies the way the proxy is to vote on 
the Resolution; or 

 
(b) the Prohibited Voter is the Chair and the appointment of the Chair as proxy: 

 
(i) does not specify the way the proxy is to vote on this Resolution; and 
 
(ii) expressly authorises the Chair to exercise the proxy even if the Resolution is connected 

directly or indirectly with the remuneration of a member of the Key Management Personnel for 
the Company, or if the Company is part of a consolidated entity, for the entity.

Resolution 3: Election of Director – Michael Lonergan 
 

To consider, and if thought fit, to pass, with or without amendment, the following resolution as an ordinary resolution: 
 

“That Mr Michael Lonergan, a Non-Executive Director, who having been appointed a 
director since the last AGM, retires in accordance with clause 36.2 of the Company’s 
constitution, ASX Listing Rule 14.4 and for all other purposes, and being eligible is elected 
as a Director.” 

 
 

Resolution 4: Re-Election of Director – Mr Tung Leung (Benson) Wong 
 

To consider, and if thought fit, to pass, with or without amendment, the following resolution as an ordinary resolution: 
 

“That Mr Tung Leung (Benson) Wong, a Director who retires in accordance with clause 
38.1 of the Company’s constitution and for all other purposes, and being eligible is  
re-elected as a Director.” 

 
 

Resolution 5: Approval of 10% Placement Capacity 
 

To consider and, if thought fit, to pass, with or without amendment, the following resolution as a special resolution: 
 

“That, for the purpose of Listing Rule 7.1A and for all other purposes, approval is given for 
the issue of Equity Securities totaling up to 10% of the issued capital of the Company at 
the time of issue, calculated in accordance with the formula prescribed in Listing Rule 
7.1A.2 and on the terms and conditions set out in the Explanatory Statement.” 

 
Voting Exclusion: The Company will disregard any votes cast in favour of this Resolution by or on behalf 
of any person who, if the Resolution is passed, may participate in the issue of Equity Securities under this 
Resolution and a person who might obtain a benefit, except a benefit solely in the capacity of a holder of 
ordinary securities, and any associates of those persons. However, the Company will not disregard a vote if it 
is cast by a person as a proxy for a person who is entitled to vote, in accordance with the directions on the 
Proxy Form, or, it is cast by the person chairing the meeting as proxy for a person who is entitled to vote, in 
accordance with a direction on the Proxy Form to vote as the proxy decides. 
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Important note: The proposed recipients of any Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Capacity are not 
as yet known or identified. In these circumstances (and in accordance with the note set out in ASX Listing 
Rule 14.11.1 relating to ASX Listing Rules 7.1 and 7.1A), for a person’s vote to be excluded, it must be known 
that that person will participate in the proposed issue. Where it is not known who will participate in the 
proposed issue (as is the case in respect of any Equity Securities issued under the 10% Placement 
Capacity), Shareholders must consider the proposal on the basis that they may or may not get a benefit 
and that it is possible that their holding will be diluted, and there is no reason to exclude their votes.

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT 
 

This Explanatory Statement is intended to provide Shareholders with sufficient information to assess the merits of 
the Resolutions contained in the accompanying Notice of Annual General Meeting (“Notice”) of the Company. 

 
The Directors of the Company (“Directors”) recommend Shareholders read this Explanatory Statement in full 
before making any decision in relation to the Resolutions. 

 
The following information should be noted in respect of the various matters contained in the accompanying Notice. 

 
FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND REPORTS 

 
The business of the Annual General Meeting will include receipt and consideration of the annual financial 
report of the Company for the financial year ended 30 September 2017, together with the declaration of the 
Directors, the Directors’ Report, the Remuneration Report and the Auditor's Report. 

 
A copy of the Company’s 2017 Annual Report is available on the Company’s ASX platform (ASX: PGY) and on 
the website www.pilotenergy.com.au. Alternatively, a hard copy will be made available upon request. 

 

At the Annual General Meeting, Shareholders will have the opportunity to ask the Company’s auditor, BDO 
Audit (WA) Pty Ltd, questions in relation to the conduct of the audit, the Auditor’s Report, the Company’s 
accounting policies, and the independence of the auditor. 

 
In addition to taking questions at the Meeting, written questions to the Chair about the management of the 
Company, or to the Company’s auditor about: 

 
(a) the preparation and content of the auditor’s report; 

 
(b) the conduct of the audit; 

 
(c) accounting policies adopted by the Company in relation to the preparation of the Annual Financial 

Statements; and 
 

(d) the independence of the auditor in relation to the conduct of the audit, 
 

may be submitted no later than five business days before the meeting date to the Company Secretary. 
 

 

 
RESOLUTION 1: ADOPTION OF REMUNERATION REPORT  

General 

The Corporations Act requires that at a listed company’s annual general meeting, a resolution that the 
Remuneration Report be adopted must be put to the Shareholders. However, such a resolution is advisory 
only and does not bind the Directors or the Company. 

 
The Remuneration Report sets out the Company’s remuneration arrangements for the Directors and 
senior management of the Company. The Remuneration Report is part of the Directors’ Report contained 
in the annual financial report of the Company for a financial year. 

 

The chair of the meeting must allow a reasonable opportunity for its shareholders to ask questions about, 
or make comments on, the Remuneration Report at the Annual General Meeting. 
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Voting consequences 
 

A company is required to put to its shareholders a resolution proposing the calling of another meeting of 
shareholders to consider the appointment of directors of the company (Spill Resolution) if, at two 
consecutive annual general meetings, at least 25% of the votes cast on a remuneration report resolution are 
voted against adoption of the remuneration report and at the first of those annual general meetings a Spill 
Resolution was not put to vote. If required, the Spill Resolution must be put to vote at the second of those 
annual general meetings. 

 
If more than 50% of votes cast are in favour of the Spill Resolution, the company must convene a shareholder 
meeting (Spill Meeting) within 90 days of the second annual general meeting. 

 
All of the directors of the company who were in office when the directors' report (as included in the company’s 
annual financial report for the most recent financial year) was approved, other than the managing director of 
the company, will cease to hold office immediately before the end of the Spill Meeting but may stand for  
re- election at the Spill Meeting. 

 
Following the Spill Meeting those persons whose election or re-election as directors of the company is 
approved will be the directors of the company. 

 
Previous voting results 

 
At the Company’s previous annual general meeting, less than 25% of votes were cast against the 
remuneration report.  Accordingly, the Spill Resolution is not relevant for this Annual General Meeting. 

 
Proxy restrictions 

 
Shareholders appointing a proxy for Resolution 1 should note the following: 

 
(a) If you appoint a member of the Key Management Personnel (other than the Chair) as your proxy 

 
If you elect to appoint a member of the Key Management Personnel (other than the Chair) whose 
remuneration details are included in the Remuneration Report, or a Closely Related Party of that 
member, you must direct the proxy how they are to vote. Undirected proxies granted to these 
persons will not be voted and will not be counted in calculating the required majority if a poll is called 
on this Resolution. 

 
(b) If you appoint the Chair as your proxy 

 
If you elect to appoint the Chair where he/she is also a member of the Key Management Personnel 
whose remunerations details are included in the Remuneration Report, or a Closely Related Party of 
such a member, you must direct the Chair how they are to vote. Undirected proxies granted to 
these persons will be voted in favour of all Resolutions. 

 
(c) If you appoint any other person as your proxy 

 
You do not need to direct your proxy how to vote, and you do not need to tick any further 
acknowledgement on the Proxy Form. Undirected proxies granted to these persons will be voted at 
their discretion. 
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RESOLUTIONS 2 AND 3: ELECTION OF DIRECTORS 
 

ASX Listing Rule 14.4 provides that a director elected since the last AGM of the Company must retire and 
seek election at the next AGM of the Company. 

 
Clause 36.2 of the Company’s Constitution also requires that any Director appointed since the last AGM retire 
and seek election at the next AGM. 

 
Dr Wang was appointed to the Board on 9 August 2017 and Mr Lonergan was appointed to the Board on  
8 December 2017. As both appointments were after the last AGM, both Directors retire and seek election. 

 
Information about Dr Wang and Mr Lonergan is set out in the Company’s 2017 Annual Report. 

 
 

 
RESOLUTION 4: RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTOR – MR TUNG LEUNG (BENSON) WONG 

 
Clause 38.1 of the Company’s Constitution requires that one-third of the Directors, excluding any Director 
appointed since the last AGM, retire and seek election at each AGM. If the number of Directors is not a multiple of 
three then the greater of one or the number nearest to but not exceeding one-third must seek re-election. 

 
Information about Mr Wong is set out in the Company’s 2017 Annual Report. 
 

 
RESOLUTION 5: APPROVAL OF 10% PLACEMENT CAPACITY 

General 

ASX Listing Rule 7.1A provides that an Eligible Entity may seek Shareholder approval at its annual general 
meeting to allow it to issue Equity Securities up to 10% of its issued capital over a period up to 12 months 
after the annual general meeting (10% Placement Capacity). 

 
The Company is an Eligible Entity. 

 
If Shareholders approve Resolution 5, the number of Equity Securities the Eligible Entity may issue under the 
10% Placement Capacity will be determined in accordance with the formula prescribed in ASX Listing Rule 
7.1A.2 (as set out below). 

 
The effect of Resolution 5 will be to allow the Directors to issue Equity Securities up to 10% of the Company’s 
fully paid ordinary securities on issue under the 10% Placement Capacity during the period up to 12 months 
after the Meeting, without subsequent Shareholder approval and without using the Company’s 15% annual 
placement capacity granted under Listing Rule 7.1. 

 
Resolution 5 is a special resolution. Accordingly, at least 75% of votes cast by Shareholders present and 
eligible to vote at the Meeting must be in favour of Resolution 5 for it to be passed. 

 
ASX Listing Rule 7.1A 

 
ASX Listing Rule 7.1A enables an Eligible Entity to seek shareholder approval at its annual general meeting to 
issue Equity Securities in addition to those under the Eligible Entity’s 15% annual placement capacity. 

 
An Eligible Entity is one that, as at the date of the relevant annual general meeting: 

 
(a) is not included in the S&P/ASX 300 Index; and 

 
(b) has a maximum market capitalisation (excluding restricted securities and securities quoted on a deferred 

settlement basis) of $300 million. 
 

The Company is an Eligible Entity as it is not included in the S&P/ASX 300 Index and has a current market 
capitalisation of approximately $3.18 million. 
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Any Equity Securities issued must be in the same class as an existing class of quoted Equity Securities. The 
Company currently has one class of quoted Equity Securities on issue, being the Shares (ASX Code PGY). 
 
The exact number of Equity Securities that the Company may issue under an approval under Listing Rule 7.1A 
will be calculated according to the following formula:

A is the number of Shares on issue 12 months before the date of issue or agreement: 
 

(i) plus the number of Shares issued in the previous 12 months under an exception 
in ASX Listing Rule 7.2; 

 
(ii) plus the number of partly paid shares that became fully paid in the previous 12 months; 

 
(iii) plus the number of Shares issued in the previous 12 months with approval of holders 

of Shares under Listing Rules 7.1 and 7.4; and 
 

(iv) less the number of Shares cancelled in the previous 12 months.  

 
B is 10%. 

C is the number of Equity Securities issued or agreed to be issued under ASX Listing Rule 
7.1A.2 in the 12 months before the date of issue or agreement to issue that are not issued 
with the approval of holders of Ordinary Securities under ASX Listing Rules 7.1 or 7.4. 

 
Technical information required by ASX Listing Rule 7.1A 

 
Pursuant to and in accordance with ASX Listing Rule 7.3A, the information below is provided in relation to 
this Resolution 5: 

 
(a) Minimum Price 

 
The minimum price at which the Equity Securities may be issued is 75% of the volume weighted 
average price of Equity Securities in that class, calculated over the 15 ASX trading days on which 
trades in that class were recorded immediately before: 

 
(i) the date on which the price at which the Equity Securities are to be issued is agreed; or 

 
(ii) if the Equity Securities are not issued within five ASX trading days of the date above, the 

date on which the Equity Securities are issued. 
 

(b) Date of Issue 
 

The Equity Securities may be issued under the 10% Placement Capacity commencing on the date 
of the Meeting and expiring on the first to occur of the following: 

 
(i) 12 months after the date of this Meeting; and 

 
(ii) the date of approval by Shareholders of any transaction under ASX Listing Rules 11.1.2  

(a significant change to the nature or scale of the Company’s activities) or 11.2 (disposal 
of the Company’s main undertaking). 

 
(c) Risk of voting dilution 

 
Any issue of Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Capacity will dilute the interests of 
Shareholders who do not receive any Shares under the issue. 

 
If Resolution 5 is approved by Shareholders and the Company issues the maximum number of Equity 
Securities available under the 10% Placement Capacity, the economic and voting dilution of existing 
Shares would be as shown in the table below. 
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The table below shows the dilution of existing Shareholders calculated on the basis of the current 
market price of Shares and the current number of Equity Securities on issue as at the date of 
this Notice.

The Company may issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Capacity for the 
following purposes:

acquisition of new resources, assets and investments (including expenses associated 
with such an acquisition), continued exploration expenditure on the Company’s

in which circumstances the Company will provide a valuation of the non-cash 
consideration as required by Listing Rule 7.1A.3. 

 
The Company will comply with the disclosure obligations under Listing Rules 7.1A(4) and 3.10.5A 
upon issue of any Equity Securities. 

 
(e) Allocation under the 10% Placement Capacity 

 
The Company’s allocation policy for the issue of Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Capacity 
will be dependent on the prevailing market conditions at the time of the proposed placement(s). 
 
The recipients of the Equity Securities to be issued under the 10% Placement Capacity have not 
yet been determined. However, the recipients of Equity Securities could consist of current 
Shareholders or new investors (or both), none of whom will be related parties of the Company. 
 
The Company will determine the recipients at the time of the issue under the 10% Placement

Further, if the Company is successful in acquiring new resources, assets or investments, it is 
likely that the recipients under the 10% Placement Capacity will be vendors of the new resources, 
assets or investments. 
 

(f) Previous Approval under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A 
 

The Company obtained approval under Listing Rule 7.1A on 28 February 2017. The Company has 
not issued any Equity Securities pursuant to Listing Rule 7.1A in the 12 months preceding the date 
of the Annual General Meeting.

Board has been satisfied with the services of BDO Audit (WA) Pty Ltd and thanks BDO Audit (WA) Pty Ltd 
for their services. However, the Board has reviewed the role of the auditor and, due to the location of 
delivery being in a different state to the Company’s registered office, the Board recommends the 
appointment of MNSA Pty Limited as the new auditor of the Company. 

 

BDO Audit (WA) Pty Ltd has notified the Company that it has applied to ASIC to resign as auditor. ASIC 
must consent to the resignation for it to be effective which would occur from the later of the conclusion of the 
2018 Annual General Meeting and the day on which ASIC gives its consent.   

 
The Company has sought and obtained a nomination from a shareholder for MNSA Pty Limited to be 
appointed as the Company’s auditor.

MNSA Pty Limited has provided its written consent to this appointment, subject to ASIC consenting to the 
resignation of BDO Audit (WA) Pty Ltd and the approval by members of this Resolution 6. MNSA Pty Limited 
does not provide any services to the Company and the Company confirms that it is unaware of any matter or 
circumstances that would give rise to a conflict of interest situation as defined in section 324CD of the 
Corporations Act.
